4. The Spirit of God gives Him
glory!

the Lord. 11 Cor. 3:18

glory'. When you experience the
glory of God, you will never be sat-
isfied with anything less than the
true sense of the presence and
power of the living God. Through
the ministry of the Holy Spirit, we
can experience and live in the glory
of God as we yield to His voice.
When the Spirit of God teaches us
that, all the silly substitutes of the
world will pale in the light of His
